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�
Barley – My all purpose barley is AC Metcalfe.  I have sold the seed for malt, silage or feed; management is the only difference.   I also have a new variety in limited supply called Ponoka.  These varieties may all be picked up in the spring at the Barrhead Seed Plant and some varieties at Neerlandia.


� Ponoka two-row barley:  The highest yielding of the barley varieties and a better disease package than Sebee.   This variety looks like a keeper, but I have only one year of experience with it.  


�AC Metcalfe two-row malting barley:  This variety is recommended for malting by the maltsters.  It is well suited for this area.  7-10% higher yield than Harrington.                                                                        


 CDC Dolly two-row barley:  Big plump kernels.  No other variety has a higher bushel weight. I straight cut this variety every year. In fact, it stands longer in the fall than any variety I have seen.  


� Niobe two-row barley:  Great all around disease package and yield.  Another thing I noticed was how early the variety matured.  


Duke six-row barley:  The best lodge resistance.  This is a good yielding semi-dwarf with excellent straw strength.   


Johnston six-row barley: This smooth awn barley is ideal for silage.  It does not have great straw strength which makes the silage more like a grass quality.  If grown for feed, I recommend limiting the amount of nitrogen fertilizer or grow it on your less fertile land.


Other barley varieties available are AC Harper, AC Lacombe, CDC Helgason and Seebe.  Oat varieties available are AC Morgan, Cascade and Waldern.


Wheat- Selling wheat is new to me, but this variety seems like the one to have.


� Superb hard red spring:  The best yielding hard red by far.  The only catch is the maturity; 2 days later than AC Barrie.


�	Canola- I will be offering Dekalb & Secan canola varieties.  All varieties listed are rated MR for blackleg. Leading the way in sales are:                                                         


    Fortune: Argentine Roundup Ready ($2.95/lb).  I was impressed with this variety last year.  I had 50 bus/acre yield and it was a early maturing variety.  It was also short which helped it cure out quickly in the swath.  


    DKL34-55: Argentine Roundup Ready. I like this variety because it consistently has excellent yields and it stays standing.     


    Peas – It’s all about customer service!  Peas purchased can be picked up and treated the day of seeding with your choice of seed treatments and inoculants.  I can treat the peas you purchase at 20 tonnes / hr.  My treating system is a rotary drum system loaded by a belt conveyor; this eliminates damaging the pea seed while loading.  If it’s just inoculant you need, I can order that for you as well.  


It’s hard to put a price on the benefits of having peas in the rotation.  There are a couple of things to consider.  First of all, there is 3/4 pound of nitrogen for every bushel of peas produced per acre for the following crop year.  Secondly, rotating out of cereals and oilseeds can reduce the disease pressure.  


Pea varieties include: 


�Swing: A smooth, medium size semi-leafless yellow pea with excellent standability and early maturity.   


�Nitouche:  A smooth, medium sized green variety with nice color retention and excellent standability.  I really like the deep blue-green color of this variety.
